In a few short years | went from thinking | would never
have a baby to having a house full of little people, all of the babies are perfect,
my house is a mess, but my life is so much richer than | ever thought it would
be. My parents are still living in the apartment we bought, they love it and the
life style, my parents visit every few days to see us, my dad mows the lawn
and looks after my garden, it was the one thing he really missed, it also gives
my mum time with the grand kids! My life has changed in such a massive way
but | wouldn't change a thing!

When | was pregnant with Matilda, we ran into Craig on the beach, he looked
like hell, after we divorced he had gotten involved with drugs and had gone to
rehab a couple of times, | know i should have felt pity for him but i just couldnt.
The same day we also run into Pamela, Joe’s ex, she was surprised to see
him with the kids, she told us she had been trying to have a baby for a long
time but was now too old to try IVF again, she had been remarried twice since
Joe, | felt bad for her, she so wanted to be a mum and there | was with her
former husband raising our own mixed basket ball team.
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
